With these unex-
pected funds we were able to purchase 4 traps, to be used 
in the capture of injured wildlife.  The traps are situated at:

4. Beverley’s place, Barellan Point 3294 6264 

These are wildlife friendly traps, designed to capture and 
not injure.  Carer’s can borrow a  

trap for a period of 21 days.  There is a bond of $30 
which is totally refundable once the trap is returned.  
Should it be returned late, without prior notice or ex-
tension of the time requested, a $2 surcharge per day 
will be deducted from the $30.

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ONARR Release trailer  

This is our ONARR Release trailer.  This trailer is for the use of carers, for a couple 
of purposes.   

1. To be used for release of native animals onto a private property where there 
are no facilities available (ie 
aviaries) for the animal to be-
come accustomed to the 
area, before a soft release is 
handled.  Animals are NOT to 
be transported in the trailer, 
but placed in the trailer once 
it reaches the release site.  
We state that the trailer must 
only be left on private prop-
erty, but it does not necessar-
ily have to be your private 
property.  If you are aware of people/friends who have property suitable to be 
used for an occasional release, who are willing to look after both the animal 
and the trailer, you are welcome to borrow it for that purpose.  It is suitable for 
brushtails, ringtails, gliders and birds.  Carers with other fauna would need to 
make a judgement call on whether the trailer is suitable for their needs.  There 
is no bond, but a document needs to be signed stating that you are responsi-
ble for the trailer should it go astray or become damaged, needing repair, or 
involved in an accident.  In this instance the carer is responsible for paying a 
$100 excess on the insurance.  If is towed by an inexperienced driver or a 
driver under 25 and involved in an accident, then the carer is responsible for a 
$750 excess.  We must know the name, address and phone number of the 
place where the trailer will situated for the release.  There is a lock on the 
trailer to help prevent theft.  

2. The trailer can be borrowed by carers needing to transport aviaries/cages 
from once place to another.  The same rules apply in regards to the insurance 
policy excess.  The wire cage on top of the trailer is removable, allowing for an 
aviary to put on and tied down.    

3. The trailer can be borrowed for display purposes - those carers wishing to do 
displays on behalf of ONARR may borrow the trailer to transport tables, chairs, 
information etc to the display site.
